This is our annual Valentines Event and this year it’s in the little village of Hothfield, 3 miles north-west of 
Ashford, Kent. One of the main attractions in Hothfield is the Hothfield Common, which is a designated Site of 
Special Scientific Interest. The common covers an area of 165 acres and is home to a variety of wildlife, including 
rare species of birds, butterflies, and plants. It is a popular destination for walkers and nature enthusiasts, with 
several footpaths and bridleways crisscrossing the area.

Sunday: Please kindly be off site by midday latest and have a safe journey home. 
 

Directions From the M20 (Maidstone Junction 7) Join the M20 and leave at Junction 9. Take the 
2nd Exit off the roundabout towards Repton then at the 2nd roundabout take the 3rd 
exit onto the A20 towards Maidstone. Straight across the next roundabout still 
heading towards Maidstone. Travel approx. 2 miles then turn left onto Station Road. 
Continue onto School Road then left onto The Street then left again onto Park Drive 
where there are SLC signs directing you to the Village Hall.  
From the A20 (Maidstone) join the A20 (Ashford Road) southbound from Maidstone passing 
through Harrietsham and Lenham to Charing. At the Charing roundabout take the 3rd exit 
towards Ashford (A20 Ashford Road) then follow the A20 through Westwell Leacon and Ram 
Lane, look for the Woolpack (Beefeater) pub on the left. Approx. ½ mile on is a right hand 
turn onto Cades Road (signposted Hothfield). Then turn slight right onto School Road, then 
left onto The Street then left again onto Park Drive where there are SLC signs directing you 
to the Village Hall.
